Talbert, a 5-year veteran; Officer Andre Watson, a 5-year veteran; and Officer Ralph Massimei,
a 5-year veteran.

The involved Baltimore Police officers have been identified as Officer Sharrod Mobley, a 3-year
veteran, and Officer Ryan Barnes-Klipa who has been with the department for one year.
