The decedent has been identified as 75-year-old Bryan Coupal, of Riverdale Park, Maryland. The
involved officer has been identified as Riverdale Park Police Officer Chad Sunday. He has been
with the department for 2 years and is assigned to the Bureau of Patrol. Officer Sunday has a
total of 12 years of law-enforcement experience.
